Directions for Internet Explorer,

And Using WORD: “Example Page for Cloze Items”

(Cloze Worksheet: could rename to fifthquiz.html)

SECTION ONE

1. Open your Internet Explorer Browser.

2. Type in the URL, http://homepage.mac.com/albodespanish/bode/interactivity/ipw.html
3. Click on 5. Cloze Items Example
4. Study this guide page.  Note these tags:

A. <HTML> and </HTML> : the “/” means “stop this action”.


B. <HEAD> and </HEAD> : where your overall page title and raw JavaScript are hidden. 

C. <TITLE> and </TITLE> : you will need to change these to match your page’s content. It will appear where you see “Example Page for Cloze Items” at the top of your browser.

D. <BODY BGCOLOR=”#CCFFFF”> : this is your page color in RGB pairs. Changing this 6-character notation will change the background color of your page. (#FFFFFF is White  and #000000 is Black.)

E. JavaScript language section needs no adjustment. 

ANSWER SECTION : You must choose to use one form which provides possible choices or the first, which does not.. If so, you must eliminate the language of the section that you do not want to use.

5. Items to note:

A. <BLOCKQUOTE> (and </BLOCKQUOTE> near the end of the page): automatically sets indented margins on each side of your form or your page. 

B. <B> and </B> : Boldfaces the items enclosed.

C. <P> (and </P>) : Start a new paragraph.

D. <BR> : Break and start a new line at this point.

E. <CENTER> and </CENTER>: automatically centers your paragraph or your page.

F. <TR> and </TR>: Table Row

G. <TD> and </TD>: Table Data

6. Study these items within the FORM:

A. SIZE=9 :  this is where you change the size answer box from 9 characters to ? characters.

B. The word cloze in form.item1, 'cloze'  must match the item at the bottom of the form listed after Show Answers  in the INPUT TYPE=button NAME=Button VALUE="Show Answers" section. An example of the section is below.

C. All the items in the FORM need to be changed individually, based on your answer scheme.

SECTION TWO: USING WORD

1. Open Microsoft™ WORD.

2. Open fifthquiz.html or your new file.

3. Find “View” at the top of the screen and scroll down to “HTML Source”.

4. Find this line:

Change the title to whatever you want people to see at the top of the browser when this page is accessed. 
CHANGING THE ITEMS
1. Use this language: <INPUT TYPE=text NAME=item1 VALUE="" SIZE=9><INPUT TYPE=button NAME=Button VALUE="C" onclick="dasher(form.item1, 'cloze')">

 to cloak your cloze items.

2. Replace the paragraph with your own and change items such as form.item1, 'cloze'  and form.item1.value='cloze' .

3. Place own pointers or links at bottom of page and eliminate these links: Return to Cloze Page Example

4. Find “View” at the top of the screen and scroll down to “Exit HTML Source”.

5. Click on “Save”.

6. At next prompt, click on “Continue with save”.

7. Close Word Document.

8. Go to Browser: under “File”, go to “Open File…” and open fifthquiz.html (or whatever you have named your file.)

WHAT DO YOU DO WITH SPECIAL CHARACTERS?
1. Enter the character from the keyboard using either MAC or PC. 

2. When you view the page from your browser, you will need to go to “View”, scroll down to “Character Set”  and choose “Western MAC” if you used a MAC. 

OR

1. Replace the character with its appropriate convention: example: la araña  (spider) becomes la ara&#241;a. 

2. The underlined portion above is the convention found on pages 20-23 of the booklet.
